
PARKING GUIDELINES FOR DELIVERY OF 

EXHIBITS 
 

 

EXHIBITORS DELIVERING ENTRY FORMS 

 
Exhibitors dropping off entry forms prior to exhibit delivery dates, can do so at the Entry 
Office (Opens July 23, 2007) located at the south-end of the Canada Building. 

 

EXHIBITORS DELIVERING PRIOR TO THE FAIR 

 

Exhibitors must deliver exhibits within the specified times assigned to each class. 
Deliveries prior to the 10-day Fair require exhibitors to park in the Ontario & Dundas 
Street lot (enter from Dundas St.) then you must walk through the King Street Gate (area) 
to the Canada Building-North Entrance (look for signage) where staff will be waiting to 
receive your exhibits. 
 
If you are unable to walk or your exhibits require door to door delivery we can 
accommodate a few cars at a time through the King St. gate. Security will ask what your 
reason for entering the fairgrounds is. State that you are dropping off exhibits to the 
Canada Building. You will only be allowed to park, deliver exhibits, and leave. If you 
must return to set-up exhibits (ie. Horticulture, Agriculture) then we require that you 
move your car to the closest lot (Dundas & King) after delivering to the Canada Building. 
Then walk back through the King Gate to the Canada Building to set-up your exhibits. 

 

EXHIBITORS DELIVERING EXHIBITS DURING THE FAIR 

 
If you are required to deliver exhibits during the actual 10-days of the Western Fair 
(September 7-16, 2007) please note the following parking guidelines. 
 
If your exhibits can be carried to the Canada Building. Please park in the closest parking 
lot, (Ontario St. & Dundas St. lot). Exhibitors will be asked to pay a deposit of $5.00 per 
vehicle by the parking attendant when delivering or picking up within the Fair dates 
(Sept. 7-16, 2007) but this will be refunded if the vehicle, driver & passengers leave the 
grounds by 11:00 a.m. If you must deliver directly to the Canada Building entrance we 
can accommodate a few cars at a time in the service lane just outside the building. You 
will need to drive through the King St. gate, inform security that you are delivering 
exhibits for the competitions to the Canada Building. You will be directed to park in a 
specific area (if space available). Deliver your exhibits then return and move your car to 
park in the closest lot (Dundas & Ontario) and return to set-up your exhibit if required. 
Parking attendants will request a $5.00 deposit, refundable if you leave before 11:00 a.m.
